Maria	serves	as	Core	Faculty	at	The	Music	School	of	Delaware	in	
Wilmington,	where	she	works	in	the	registrar’s	ofGice	and	teaches	
violin,	viola,	and	jazz	voice.	She	also	provides	string	coaching	and	
serves	as	Assistant	Conductor	of	the	Delaware	Youth	Symphony	
Orchestra.	
In	2017,	she	became	President	of	the	Philadelphia	Viola	Society,	
revitalizing	the	organization	through	a	new	website,	expanded	
programming,	and	collaborations	connecting	local	violists	with	
national	and	international	guest	artists.	
She	earned	her	Master	of	Music	in	Viola	Performance	from	the	
University	of	Delaware	and	her	Bachelor	of	Music	from	Bowling	
Green	State	University’s	College	of	Musical	Arts.	
In	addition	to	her	classical	work,	Maria	is	an	accomplished	jazz	
vocalist	who	has	performed	and	recorded	throughout	the	Mid-
Atlantic	region.
